4. Reply to the Club Responsiveness Check conducted by the Chair of Club Affairs after the
penultimate meeting of the quarter.

Failure to fulfill one of these requirements will result in the club being placed on probation, if a
club has two probations, they become inactive. You can read more about this in the ICC Codes
